CLOTHING 

(sealed in one-gallon Ziploc® bags) 
� Boots, Hiking (sturdy & well broken-in) � Sleep Clothes (e.g., T-shirt & gym shorts) 
� Shoes, Lightweight (sneaker/tennis shoes) � Bandannas/Handkerchiefs, 2 each 
� Shorts, Hiking, 2 each � Hat / Cap (preferably with a rim for ears) 
� Pants, Lightweight (not bluejeans) � Shirt, Long-sleeve 
� Shirts, Short-sleeve, 2 each (no T-shirts) � Lightweight Sweater/Jacket 
� Underwear, 3 each � Balaclava / Stocking Cap (optional) 
� Socks, Heavy-duty, 2 each � Glove Liners (optional) 
� Socks, Lightweight, 2 each (inner wear) � Underwear, Insulated (optional) 

 
PERSONAL CAMP GEAR 

� Backpack � Knife, Pocket/Folding 
� Backpack Cover, Waterproof � Flashlight with extra batteries and bulb 
� Straps, Tie-down (attach items to backpack) � Ziploc Bags, One gallon, 6 each 
� Water Bottles, One quart, 2 each OPTIONAL
� Foam Pad (3/4” Thermorest) � Camp shoes (e.g., moccasins) 
� Sleeping Bag (down to at least 25°) � Pillow 
� Rain Suit, Heavy-duty � Camera 
� Cup, Measuring & Drinking � Watch (inexpensive, preferred with alarm) 
� Spoon, Eating, Large � Sun Glasses (inexpensive) 
� Bowl, Deep-dish, Unbreakable/Plastic � Money, (average Venturer spends $75-100) 

 
PERSONAL CLEAN-UP KIT “LOST & FOUND” EMERGENCY KIT

� Towel, Small � Space Blanket 
� Soap, Biodegradable � Whistle 
� Tooth Brush & Toothpaste � Compass 
� Foot Powder � Map, Philmont 
� Toilet Paper (kept dry in a Ziploc® bag) � Matches & Fire Starter Material 
� Shovel/Trowel (Leave No Trace) � 2 quarters (50¢), Emergency Phone Call 
� Miscellaneous (contact lens solution, etc.) � Rope, Braided Nylon (50 feet, 200# Test) 
� Gender specific personal hygiene items �  

 
PERSONAL FIRST AID KIT PERSONAL TRAIL SNACKS

� Bandaids (10, 1 inch) � Chewing Gum 
� Moleskin (1/2 sheet) � Hard Candy (No chocolate, “chewies,” etc.)
� Moalfoam (1/2 sheet) � Gorp / Trail mix 
� Sun Screen/block (SPF 15 or greater) � Seeds (sunflower, pumpkin, etc.) 
� Lip Balm/Chapstick (SPF 25 or greater) � Jerky / Beef Sticks 
� Repellent, Insect � Granola / Power Bars 



 

BUDDY GEAR 
(Split between you & your tent buddy – Approximate weight 7 lbs.) 

� Tent, 2-man � Pegs, Ground, Tent 
� Tent Fly � Rope, Tent 
� Poles, Tent � Ground Cloth, Tent 

 
CREW GEAR 

(Split up among entire crew – Approximate weight 50 lbs. total) 
� Food, Packaged � Paper, Toilet 
� Dining Fly � Kit, Sewing with Awl & Thread 
� Poles, Dining Fly � Bags, Water, 2 (2½ gallon capacity) 
� Pot, 6-8 Quart with Lid � Stoves, Backpacking, 2 each 
� Pot, 6-8 Quart without Lid � Fuel Bottles, One quart, 2 each 
� Pot, 4 Quart with Lid � First Aid Kit 
� Pan, Frying with Handle � Tape, Duct 
� Spoons, Large, 2 each � Spices, Cooking 
� Spatula, Large � Padlock 
� Shovel, Camp � Cord, 1/8 inch Nylon, 50 feet, 3 each 
� Trash Bags � Philmont Fieldguide 
� Soap, Dish Washing � Water Filter 
� Pads, Scouring/Scrub OPTIONAL (Not included in weight above)
� Water Purification, Chemical � GPS 
� Rope (150 feet, 1/4 inch, nylon) � Bible 
� Bear Bag, 2 each � Songbook, Venturer / Religious 
� Strainer, Plastic � Flags, Patrol / Crew / State / US
